GOLF COURSE MAINTENANCE

August is upon us and although we are still
well below average rainfall totals this summer, -
we are beginning to get some timely rain on
occasion. I was getting pretty worried about
our water supply as the only other time I had
seen the irrigation lake at such a low level was
during the initial course construction. It does seem that we are
finally getting back to a bit more normal rainfall pattern.

At the time of this writing we are busy de~thatching the fair-
ways, an annual process we do in preparation of fall overseed-
ing. We will also be aerating the greens a second time during
the week of August 5th. Beyond those two processes our main
focus will be on the upcoming Member Guest Tournament.

The new tee areas on holes 1, 2, 9, and 18 should all be re-
turned to normal play very soon. We will continue some final
maintenance (mostly topdressing) on those tees to smooth out
any remaining low areas. ‘

Lastly, I am very pleased with the recovery of the turf areas
we treated for nematodés. We still have a little ways to go in
healing the turf in those areas, but for the most part the recovery
after the treatment has been rapid.
